The Gospel of the LORD’s Servant “The Branch”

1.

Psalms 2 & 110: David's “Lord” is a King reigning from Zion who is given the earth for his possession,

who will break and shatter rebellious kings, and the LORD’S Anointed ruler is also a priest forever

after the order of Melchizedek and will crush kings and judge the nations.

Zechariah 3:8: The High Priest Joshua, [“Yeshua”] son of Jehozadak, is a symbol of the LORD’s

servant “The Branch”, before whom a stone of 7 eyes is set, and united with the promise that the

LORD will remove the iniquity of the land in one day.

Zechariah 6:11-13: “The Branch” will wear the crowns of High Priest & King and will build the Temple.

Isaiah 11:1-5: “The Branch” from Jesse will prosper and rule in righteousness and 7 spirits will rest

upon him: the Spirit of the LORD/1], the spirit of wisdom/[2], the spirit of understanding/3], the spirit of
counsel[4], the spirit of strength[5], the spirit of knowledge[6] and the spirit of fear of the LORD[7]

Isaiah 28: 16-18: The LORD lays a costly cornerstone in Jerusalem as the foundation of the Temple,

measured by justice and leveled by righteousness. The covenant of death is to be cancelled.

Psalm 118:22 & Isaiah 8:13-15: The cornerstone is rejected, becomes a stumbling & shattering stone.




The Gospel of the LORD’s Servant “The Branch”

7. Isaiah 49:5,6: The Servant formed from the womb to restore and preserve Israel and to be a light

to the nations so that his salvation will reach the entire earth.

8. Isaiah 59:20,21: “The Spirit-enabled Servant will be a Redeemer who will inaugurate a new

covenant with those who turn from their transgression.

9. Isaiah 61:1 The LORD has anointed and sent the Servant to bring good news to the afflicted, to bind

up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to captives and freedom to prisoners.

10. Isaiah 49:6,7: The Servant will extend salvation to Gentiles, will be a covenant to the people, but will

be rejected by the nation of Israel.

1. Isaiah 53:4-12: The Servant will be crushed, pierced, scourged, afflicted for our transgressions and

will be killed and entombed. Because the Servant offered himself as quilt offering for our sin like a

slaughtered lamb, he will be resurrected, see his offspring, and will justify many.

12. Isaiah 52:13-15: The Servant will be lifted up and greatly exalted.

13. Isaiah 55:3-5: The Servant is glorified, made a withess, leader and commander for the nations.

A Covenant of Blood

Exodus 24:3-8 “Then Moses came and recounted to the people all the words of
the LORD and all the ordinances; and all the people answered with one voice
and said, ‘All the words which the LORD has spoken we will do!” 4 Moses wrote
down all the words of the LORD. Then he arose early in the morning, and built an
altar at the foot of the mountain with twelve pillars for the twelve tribes of
Israel. 5 He sent young men of the sons of Israel, and they offered burnt

offerings and sacrificed young bulls as peace offerings to the LORD. 6 Moses
took half of the blood and put it in basins, and the other half of the blood he

sprinkled on the altar. 7 Then he took the book of the covenant and read it in
the hearing of the people; and they said, ‘All that the Lord has spoken we will

do, and we will be obedient!” 8 So Moses took the blood and sprinkled it on the

Each of us has turned to his own way, but the LORD has caused the iniquity
of us all to fall on Him. 7 He was oppressed and He was afflicted, yet He did
not open His mouth. Like a lamb that is led to slaughter, and like a sheep
that is silent before its shearers, so He did not open His mouth. 8 By
oppression and judgment He was taken away. And as for His generation,
who considered that He was cut off out of the land of the living for the
transgression of my people, to whom the stroke was due?

The Prophecy of Daniel

Daniel 9:24-27 “Seventy weeks have been decreed for your people and your holy
city, to finish the transgression, to make an end of sin, to make atonement for
iniquity, to bring in everlasting righteousness, to seal up vision and prophecy and
to anoint the most holy place. 25 So you are to know and discern that from the
issuing of a decree to restore and rebuild Jerusalem until Messiah the Prince
there will be seven weeks and sixty-two weeks; it will be built again, with plaza and
moat, even in times of distress. 26 Then after the sixty-two weeks the Messiah will
be cut off and have nothing, and the people of the prince who is to come will
destroy the city and the sanctuary. And its end will come with a flood; even to the
end there will be war; desolations are determined. 27 And he will make a firm
covenant with the many for one week, but in the middle of the week he will put a
stop to sacrifice and grain offering; and on the wing of abominations will come one
who makes desolate, even until a complete destruction, one that is decreed, is
poured out on the one who makes desolate.”
